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Notes for Answers
Question 3

(a) This question tests candidate’s knowledge and understanding of the text. Candidates
should identify the text studied and its author clearly. Then they are expected to select any
two stories, unpick the content, and compare it in detail. The answer should be in the form
of a coherent essay.

(b) Candidates are expected to identify the text and its author at the start of the answer. The
choice of two stories needs to be made carefully to reflect the demands of the question.
Then candidates need to compare the thinking and relationship between the older and
younger generation as presented in the stories. The main issues regarding their thinking
and relationships, whether they reflect similarities or differences, need to be highlighted and
explained with examples.

Question 4

(@) This question tests the candidates’ knowledge and understanding of the text. The
candidate should identify the novel and the main characters within it. The personality and
mannerism of the main characters should be explored and explained in detail, linking them
to their roles in the story. The personalities of the main characters should be explored with
examples from the story.

(b) This question tests the candidates’ awareness, understanding and appreciation of the
literary qualities of a novel. In the first part of the question candidates are expected to
outline the qualities of a good novel that capture the readers’ attention and force them to
read on. Then the chosen text should be identified and discussed in detail with examples
to show the extent to which these qualities are found.

Question 5

(a) Candidates are expected to set the scene by explaining the background to the current
situation of the Panjabi farmer. This should then be linked to the statement in the question.
Then the reasons/problems behind the current position of the farmer should be explored
and explained and why the situation is proving to be helpless for many. The answer should
be based on facts such as: .

expensive loans;

high labour costs;

low selling prices of produce;

high irrigation costs;

expensive farm machinery and its upkeep;

damage to crops due to unpredictable and bad weather;

lack of financial support for subsistent farmers from the government etc.

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(b) Candidates are expected to give a personal response to the opening statement in the
question. lt is possible to disagree that the unemployment is rising fast among educated
young men and women, but it should be backed up by factual evidence. However, it would
not be acceptable to say that there is no unemployment. Then, the candidates should
discuss and explain the steps to be taken by the government to reduce this increasing
unemployment. The second part of the answer should offer detailed sensible advice to
prevent being unemployed.

Question 6

(a) First, the candidate should explain what is meant by ‘arranging a marriage’ in contemporary
Panjabi society living abroad, particularly in Britain, and how it is becoming very difficult to
arrange them. They are then expected to explain the reasons behind this problem. In the
answer to the second part of the question, candidates should offer practical advice to
resolve the problem.

(b) First, candidates are expected to explain the statement in the question, recognising that it is
a generalisation. Then they should examine and explore the statement in detail, in relation
to the Panjabi people’s temperament and general features of their personality. The answer
should be in form of an informative essay, illustrated with examples.

The fourth response is incorrect
and the other four are correct. 4 out of five marks are awarded.

The candidate has been awarded 14 marks out of 15 for this section. The
translated material shows very good understanding of the article and has been
translated using a wide range of vocabulary. Spelling, punctuation and grammar
are excellent.

Knowledge of Grammar (AO3)

Use of grammar is accurate. Tenses are used accurately throughout.
Grammatical structures are known and are applied consistently and accurately.
5 marks out of 5 are awarded for this section.

In total, the candidate is awarded 19 marks out of 20 for the translation.

Question 4(a)

This question tests the candidate’s knowledge and understanding of the text. The
candidate should identify the novel and the main characters within it. The
personality and mannerisms of the main characters should be explored and
explained in detail, linking them to their roles in the story. The personalities of the
main characters should be explored and examples given from the story.

The candidate has identified the novel and its author. The two main characters
from the novel have also been identified.

The candidate’s response is well organised. The introduction is clear. The essay
content is organised in paragraphs, but these are rather long and should have
been split up further. There is progression and development, but a conclusion is
not apparent.

The two characters’ personality and mannerisms are explored in a number of
points and illustrated with examples. The character of ‘HE€&’ is explained

accurately as a positive character and ‘fen™@t’ as a negative. The response
y po

demonstrates sound overall knowledge and understanding of the topics/texts.
The answer is relevant and focused on the question. There is a good range of
sources and guidance used. There is a clear evaluation of points discussed and
personal reaction offered.
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For ‘Reaction and Response’ (AO2), 16 marks are awarded out of 20.

Grammar is used accurately. There are virtually no spelling errors and a variety
of sentences is used to express ideas clearly and coherently.

10 out of 10 marks are awarded for the ‘Knowledge of Grammar’ section (AO3).

In total, 26 marks out of 30 are awarded for the essay.

Question 6 (a)

This question is set on the non-literary topic -‘The Panjabi Community in India
and Abroad’.

First, the candidate should explain what is meant by ‘arranging a marriage’ in
contemporary Panjabi society abroad, particularly in Britain, and how it is
becoming very difficult to arrange them. The candidate should then explain the
reasons behind this problem. In the answer to the second part of the question,
the candidate should offer practical advice to resolve the problem.

The candidate has not clarified what she understands by arranging a marriage.
The candidate’s response is generally reasonably well organised. However, the
response is expressed in bullet points and does not have the feel of an essay. A
bullet point approach should be avoided in an essay. The introduction is clear.
There is progression and development, but no clear conclusion is provided.

The essay content is relevant. The points made are focused. The points made
are supported by examples. The personal reaction is incorporated into the
response.

For ‘Reaction and Response’ (AO2), 13 marks are awarded out of 20.

Grammar is used accurately. There are virtually no spelling errors. Tenses and
agreements are all correct. Grammatical structures are known and applied
accurately throughout.

10 out of 10 marks are awarded for the ‘Knowledge of Grammar’ section (AO3).

In total, 23 marks out of 30 are awarded for this question.

In total, 8 marks out of 10 are awarded for question 1 (a).
Question 1 (b)

(Part 1) The first, second, third and fourth responses are incorrect. The fifth
response is correct. One out of five marks is awarded. For this
question, the text has to be read and understood very carefully as
the statements in the question have only minor differences from the
text.

(Part 2) This is a matching pairs exercise. The first and fourth responses
are incorrect and the other three are correct. 3 out of five marks are
awarded.

4 marks out of 10 marks are awarded for section 1 (b).

Question2
English to Panjabi translation

Response to Written Language (AO2)

The candidate has been awarded 10 marks out of 15 for this section. The
translated material shows good general understanding of the article and has
been translated using a good range of vocabulary. There are a few minor errors
and omissions in content and language.

Knowledge of Grammar (AO3)

Grammar is generally satisfactory. Tenses are used accurately in most cases.
There are many errors in spelling and grammar, particularly syntax. Grammatical
structures are known, but are applied inconsistently. 3 marks out of 5 are
awarded for this section.

In total, the candidate is awarded 13 marks out of 20 for the translation.
Section 3

Question 3 (a)

This question is set on the British Panjabi short story text. The question asks the
candidate to choose any two stories and compare their content in detail. The
answer is expected to be in the form of a coherent essay.

The candidate has identified the text studied, the author and the chosen stories.

The text is “S8d9r and the stories are ‘HddT’ and g 8Wdg’|

The candidate’s response is generally reasonably well organised. The
introduction is clear. The essay content is organised in paragraphs. There is
progression and development, ending with a conclusion.

The essay content is weak. The points made on the topic content of the stories
are very limited and descriptive. The points made are not supported by
examples.

The response touches on pointing out similarities and differences in the topic
content of the two stories, but only superficially. The personal reaction is minimal.
The analysis is weak.

For ‘Reaction and Response’ (AO2), 10 marks are awarded out of 20.

The grammar is generally satisfactory. There are frequent spelling errors,
although many are minor in nature. Tenses and agreements are generally sound
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except in difficult areas. Grammatical structures are known but are not always
applied consistently.

6 out of 10 marks are awarded for the ‘Knowledge of Grammar' section (AO3).
In total, 16 marks out of 30 are awarded for this question.

Question 4(a)

This question tests the candidate’s knowledge and understanding of the text. The
candidate should identify the novel and the main characters within it. The
personality and mannerisms of the main characters should be explored and
explained in detail, linking them to their roles in the story. The personality of the
main characters should be explored with examples given from the story.

The candidate has identified the novel and its author. The two main characters
from the novel have also been identified.

The candidate’s response is generally reasonably well organised. The
introduction is clear. The essay content is organised in paragraphs. There is
progression and development, ending with a conclusion.

The two characters’ personality and mannerisms are explored in a number of
points and illustrated with examples. The character of ‘HE&’ is explored in more

detail than ‘fe™@}’ | The response demonstrates sound overall knowledge and

understanding of the topics/texts. The answer is generally relevant to the
question. There is a reasonable range of sources and guidance used. There is
some attempt at evaluation and some personal reaction, but it is brief and just at
the end.

For ‘Reaction and Response’ (AO2) 14 marks are awarded out of 20.

Grammar is generally satisfactory. There are frequent spelling errors, although
many are minor in nature. Tenses and agreements are generally sound, except
in difficult areas. The apostrophe is wrongly used throughout the essay.
Grammatical structures are known but are not always applied consistently.

6 out of 10 marks are awarded for the ‘Knowledge of Grammar’ section (AO3).

In total, 20 marks out of 30 are awarded for the essay.
