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4 Scheme of Assessment

4.1 Aims

AS and A Level courses based on this specification
should encourage candidates to:

e develop an interest in, and enthusiasm for,
language learning

4.4 Prior Learning

We recommend that candidates should have
acquired the skills and knowledge associated with a
GCSE Panjabi course or equivalent.

However, any requirements set for entry to a course
following this specification are at the discretion of
centres.

4.5 Synoptic Assessment and Stretch and Challenge

Synoptic assessment in Panjabi is assessed in

the A2 unit by tasks which require candidates to
demonstrate understanding and the ability to use
advanced level language skills. These tasks draw on

both A Level Assessment Objectives. The requirement

that Stretch and Challenge is included at A2 is met
by the application of marking criteria which enable
differentiation by outcome rather than only by task.

4.6 Access to Assessment for Disabled Students

AS/A Levels often require assessment of a broader
range of competences. This is because they

are general qualifications and, as such, prepare
candidates for a wide range of occupations and
higher level courses.

The revised AS/A Level qualification and subject
criteria were reviewed to identify whether any of the
competences required by the subject presented a
potential barrier to any disabled candidates. If this
was the case, the situation was reviewed again to
ensure that such competences were included only
where essential to the subject. The findings of this
process were discussed with disability groups and
with disabled people.

Reasonable adjustments are made for disabled
candidates in order to enable them to access the
assessments. For this reason, very few candidates

will have a complete barrier to any part of the
assessment.

Candidates who are still unable to access a significant
part of the assessment, even after exploring all
possibilities through reasonable adjustments, may still
be able to receive an award. They would be given a
grade on the parts of the assessment they have taken
and there would be an indication on their certificate that
not all the competences had been addressed.

A Level Panjabi requires assessment of the skills of
reading and writing. Some candidates may have
difficulty in accessing aspects of the assessment, where
reasonable adjustments cannot be applied, as follows:

e Reading — some candidates with a visual
impairment who cannot read Bralille.

This will be kept under review and may be amended
in the future.

5.7 Awarding Grades and Reporting Results

The AS qualification will be graded on a five-point
scale: A, B, C, D and E. The full A Level qualification
will be graded on a six-point scale: A*, A, B, C, D
and E. To be awarded an A*, candidates will need to
achieve a grade A on the full A Level qualification and
an A* on the aggregate of the A2 units.

For AS and A Level, candidates who fail to reach
the minimum standard for grade E will be recorded
as U (unclassified) and will not receive a qualification
certificate. Individual assessment unit results will be
certificated.

5.8 Re-sits and Shelf-life of Unit Results

Unit results remain available to count towards
certification, whether or not they have already been
used, as long as the specification is still valid.

Each unit is available in June only. Candidates may
re-sit a unit any number of times within the shelf-life
of the specification. The best result for each unit
will count towards the final qualification. Candidates

who wish to repeat a qualification may do so by re-
taking one or more units. The appropriate subject
award entry, as well as the unit entry/entries, must
be submitted in order to be awarded a new subject
grade.
