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S Source A: The Impact of Conflict on Syrian Society
The conflict began in Syria in 2011 and escalated into a civil war between those
who support President Assad’s government and pro-democracy supporters who
oppose it. Areport by the World Bank Group (2017) highlights the impact of the
conflict on Syrian society:
