Cultural Identity

Having a sense of cultural identity gives a young person a
sense of belonging. A young person can express their cultural
identity in many ways, for example, through language,
music/dance and religion.

Although Northern Ireland is a multicultural society young
people who are from other countries may face problems
adjusting to life here.

The school could also promote different religious festivals or
different languages or traditional foods.
