Contributing to Society in Northern Ireland

Assembly (MLAs), and Non-Governmental Organisations
(NGOQOs) all make a valuable contribution to society in different
ways.

The Northern Ireland Assembly safeguards human rights by
ensuring laws are in place to protect human rights. It supports
the work of the Northern Ireland Human Rights Commission
and the Equality Commission. It ensures the government
policies comply with equality and human rights legislation.

MLAs debate issues and make decisions that affect the future
of society. They can be involved in creating laws. MLAs promote
equality and diversity and ensure that Northern Ireland is a safe
place in which to live and work.
