‘Creatures’ is a drama
set in the East End of London in the early 1800s. The main ‘creature’ is a time traveller from the
future who has come to help solve mysterious crimes. It is planned that the programme will be
aired pre-watershed at 7.00 pm.

You are undertaking a trial internship with Fiction Art Productions as a researcher. Your first job is
to help with the research and planning of the pitch for ‘Creatures’. The commercial broadcaster
expects there to be test footage as part of the pitch and a marketing plan for the launch.
