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Marking Principles

The following general marking principles are offered as guidance on the
application of the mark scheme.

Marking guidance for marking a multiple choice question which requires the
candidates to fill gaps as in question 3:

a. The response is considered correct and should be awarded the allocated
mark if:
i. Candidates indicate their choice by writing the correct word in the
provided gap only.
ii. Candidates indicate their choice by circling the correct word or by placing
a clear line or a tick next to it as well as writing it in the provided gap.
iii. Candidates indicate their choice by circling the correct word or by placing
a clear line or a tick next to it without writing it in the provided gap.
iv. Candidates write the correct word in the gap but marked the incorrect
word with a circle, a tick or a line.

b. The response is considered incorrect and should not be awarded the
allocated mark if:
i. Candidates write the incorrect word in the gap.
ii. Candidates neither fill the gap with the correct word, nor place a circle, a
line or a tick next to it.
iii. Candidates write the incorrect word in the gap, but they circle the correct
word or place a line or a tick next to it.
iv. Candidates write the correct word in the gap without writing the vowel
ending.
v. Candidates write the correct word in the gap with ambiguous vowel
ending, which can be read as “Fatha” or “Dhamma”.
vi. Candidates write the correct word in the gap with all three vowel
endings.
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
