2.
Amplification of Content

The following suggestions should be considered in the context of:
· the level the learner is working at;

· providing opportunities for progression;

· centre facilities and resources.
This unit is open-ended in its coverage.  There are a number of different ways of approaching it.  The following section is designed to assist teachers in approaching the issue of content.  The choice is very much down to the teacher, but the content and context chosen must be capable of delivering the learning outcomes associated with the unit.

LO1
Learners must know major changes that took place which are connected with a theme or society.  This is likely to be a theme associated with a development of theme.  The theme should be studied in outline, not in depth. It is recommended that this period covers more than 80 years.
Suitable examples of themes to study include:

· Crime and punishment-c1700 - present day: 


changes in types of crime from highway robbery to terrorism


changes in methods of policing from the Bow Street Runners to the modern 
police


changes in methods of punishment from public hanging to community 
service
· Health and Medicine-c1660 - present day: 

developments in science and technology and modern medicine, from the 
Plague to modern surgery


the importance of individuals such as Pasteur and Simpson and Lister


the changing role and responsibilities of government including the National 
Health Service and ‘Care in the Community’
· The Changing Role and Status of Women-c1900 - present day:


women at home, domestic service and the impact of labour saving devices 
family life and contraception


women and the campaign for political rights: the Suffragettes and the feminist 
movement of the 1960s

women in work, the impact of war; new jobs and equal opportunities
· Sport, Leisure and Tourism-c1900 - present day:
 
new forms of entertainment, cinema, television and popular music

changing patterns of holidays in the century


the development of sporting and recreational activities, sporting heroes, 
professionalism and the impact of television on sport
· The Civil Rights Movement in America 1940 - present day:

traditional prejudices and segregation


the campaign for civil rights legislation including Martin Luther King and 
Malcolm X


civil rights legislation and its effects: the position of black people in the USA 
today

LO2
Learners must know reasons for major changes in a theme or society. A variety of reasons for change may be considered, but it is advisable to focus mainly on two specific reasons for change. The choice is up to the teacher. The discussion of reasons will depend upon which particular theme or issue is chosen. These may include:

· How individuals have caused change:

e.g. Elizabeth Fry; the Pankhursts; Louis Pasteur; Martin Luther King; Billy Butlin
· How public opinion has caused change: 

e.g. the Civil Rights Movement; the Suffragettes; Women’s liberation
· How the media has caused change: 

e.g. effects of radio and television on political and social issues such as popularity of sport and music, women’s rights, Civil Rights
· How the government has caused change: 

e.g. equal opportunities for women; creation of the NHS; abolition of the death penalty; Civil Rights legislation
· How technology has caused change: 

e.g. impact on transport and holiday types; medical techniques; policing styles; new job opportunities; labour saving devices
LO3

Learners must know how major changes in a theme or society affected people.
This learning outcome could revolve around considering a final key question.  Teachers should ensure that learners are aware that although some aspects of the chosen issue or theme did change others did not. Learners should be able to show that different groups of people may have been affected differently. Examples to consider might include:
· Crime and Punishment: 


Are our towns now safer to live in than in the past?

· Health and medicine: 

Are people in the UK healthier today than in the past?
· The role and status of women: 

Are there greater opportunities for women today than in the past?

· Sport, leisure and tourism: 

What do people do with their free time today compared to the past? 

· Civil Rights: 

Have the lives of black people in the USA got better since the 1950s?

Delivery
3.1
Planning Courses
Achievement of each unit is confirmed through a ‘statement of achievement’, so that learners will gain some recognition for all of completed work.  This unit will contribute to the completion of an Entry Pathways qualification in Humanities.  For full details of the qualifications (Awards and Certificates) and rules of combination, please refer to the WJEC Entry Level Pathways specification.

Closely related units likely to be delivered along with Historical Change over Time are:

Choosing a combination of the above units would work towards an Entry Pathways qualification in Humanities, with a particular focus in the discipline of history.  Alternatively, this unit can be studied with other units in the Humanities suite which will give a more cross-curricular approach.

Assessment
4.1 Ways of demonstrating that the criteria have been met 

All Entry Pathways units are internally assessed and externally moderated.  

The following principles apply to the assessment of each unit:

· all assessment criteria must be met for unit learning outcomes to be achieved

· for units provided for Entry 2 and Entry 3, criteria must be met in full at each level

· tasks may be chosen from examples given by WJEC (see below) or set by the centre

There are no longer any ‘set tests’ as in the legacy Entry Level courses.  Rather, there will be suggestions that can be developed to provide evidence that the assessment criteria for each learning outcome have been met.  

In practice, ways of demonstrating that the criteria have been met will vary according to centre type and the nature of learners.  In addition, different learners within the same teaching group can demonstrate achievement of assessment criteria in different ways. It may also depend upon the way in which this unit has been integrated with other units in the delivery of the course as a whole. Further guidance is given in Section 6 on Assessment in the Entry Pathways Specification. 

However, the following types of approach are likely to feature as ways of demonstrating that the assessment criteria have been met:

· Posters

· Written work

· Oral questions and answers

· Oral presentations

· Contributing to group discussions

· Powerpoint presentations

· Use of visual images such as photographs or cartoons

· Storyboards

· Case studies

· Interviews

· Surveys and questionnaires 

· Action plans

· Map work

· Podcasts

· Learning logs

4.2
Examples of tasks:

Examples of tasks that can be used to demonstrate assessment:

LO1:
the learner will know major changes that took place which are connected with a theme or society
At Entry 2, learners could:
· complete a closed written exercise on the major changes

· compare visual images, before and after major change, and identify the differences between them
· produce a poster which shows two major changes within the chosen theme or issue.
At Entry 3, learners could:

· answer written open ended short questions about the major changes
· complete a numeracy exercise based on the theme or issue
· produce an illustrated timeline of the major changes connected with the theme or issue
· produce a booklet which describes some aspects of life that changed
· produce an account written by ‘a woman’, ‘a black person’ etc. before any major change took place in the period.
LO2: 
the learner will know reasons for major changes in a theme or society
At Entry 2, learners could:

· select from a list reasons for the major changes within the chosen theme or issue
· answer oral questions about the reasons for the major changes within the chosen theme or issue.
At Entry 3, learners could:

· select two people and explain why they were important in bringing about major changes within the chosen theme or issue
· produce a slide presentation to explain why there were changes within the chosen theme or issue
· explain orally or in writing why major changes took place.
LO3: 
learners will know how major changes in a theme or society affected people
At Entry 2, learners could:

· complete a chart exercise on how much effect the changes had on ordinary people’s lives 
· identify from a list different effects of the changes.
At Entry 3, learners could:

· make a table of different types of people (children, women, black people etc) within the chosen theme or issue and explain how their lives may have changed between start and end of the period chosen
· create a poster or presentation which addresses the big question on the chosen theme or issue:

Are our towns now safer to live in than in the past?

Are people in the UK healthier today than in the past?

Are there greater opportunities for women today than in the past?

What do people do with their free time today compared to the past? 

Have the lives of black people in the USA got better since the 1950s?
