2.
Amplification of Content

The following suggestions should be considered in the context of:

· the level the learner is working at;

· providing opportunities for progression;

· centre facilities and resources.

The following section is designed to assist teachers in approaching the issue of content.  The choice is very much down to the teacher, but the content and context chosen must be capable of delivering the learning outcomes associated with the unit.
LO1:  learners must know the rights of children
They should:

· list some of these ways and may include prostitution, child soldiers, child slavery, exploitation in the media/advertising, on the internet, used in crimes, adoption by people outside their communities etc
· list the effects these may have on children these may include:  emotional and physical abuse, disease, isolation, separation from family, friend, culture, local area etc

· list the effects on the children’s families these may include loss of children, family breakdown, separation of siblings etc.,

LO2:  learners must understand causes of child poverty 
They may consider some of the following: 

· poverty – in the country of origin, in the family i.e. a family ‘selling’ a child in order that the rest of the family may be fed or that other family members may be educated

· ignorance – families not fully understanding the effects some of their action may have on their children, not fully realising what they may be sending their children to i.e. sending children abroad in the belief they will have a better life when they may in fact be used in crime, for prostitution or enslaved

· disease – in many parts of the world Aids and other diseases kills parents which may mean children are then even more vulnerable to many forms of abuse including the disease themselves

· lack of legislation to secure the rights of children

LO3:  learners must know the work of organisations that aim to protect children 
Learners should name organisations such as UNICEF, Amnesty International, Barnado’s, Save the Children and describe how they work to effect change.  Using the information gained whilst studying this unit they should be able to make a contribution to a discussion of the issues and to evaluate the value of the solutions showing awareness that some solutions may lead to other problems.  

They should contribute to a campaign, for example in their school or local community, to raise awareness of one of these issues.

Delivery

3.1
Planning Courses

Achievement of each unit is confirmed through a ‘statement of achievement’, so that learners will gain some recognition for all of completed work.  This unit will contribute to the completion of an Entry Pathways qualification in Humanities.  For full details of the qualifications (Awards and Certificates) and rules of combination, please refer to the WJEC Entry Level Pathways specification.
Closely related units likely to be delivered along with Child poverty and exploitation are:

· Responses of conflict in world events
· The Ethics of Food production and the consumer

· The Effects of Consumerism 
· Taking a role in Society in the UK
Choosing a combination of the above units would work towards an Entry Pathways qualification in Humanities, with a particular focus on distinctive and topical themes.  Alternatively, this unit can be studied with other units in the Humanities suite which focus on the areas of history, geography and religious education.

Assessment
4.1
Ways of demonstrating that the criteria have been met 
All Entry Pathways units are internally assessed and externally moderated.  
The following principles apply to the assessment of each unit:
· all assessment criteria must be met for unit learning outcomes to be achieved

· for units provided for Entry 2 and Entry 3, criteria must be met in full at each level

· tasks may be chosen from examples given by WJEC (see below) or set by the centre

There are no longer any ‘set tests’ as in the legacy Entry Level course.  Rather, there will be suggestions that can be developed to provide evidence that the assessment criteria for each learning outcome have been met.  The practical delivery of these assessment methods in the classroom is likely to vary from centre to centre.

In practice, ways of demonstrating that the criteria have been met will depend upon the way in which this unit has been integrated with other units in the delivery of the course as a whole. Further guidance is given in the section ‘Delivery and Assessment’. However, the following types of evidence are likely to feature:

Learners can demonstrate this understanding by producing a range of appropriate medium to fulfil each Learning Outcome:

· Posters

· Written work

· Oral questions and answers

· Oral presentations

· Contributing to group discussions

· Powerpoint presentations

· Use of visual images such as photographs or cartoons

· Storyboards

· Case studies

· Interviews

· Surveys and questionnaires 

· Action plans

· Map work

· Podcasts

· Learning logs

Examples of tasks:


Examples of tasks that can be used to demonstrate assessment:
LO1: the learner will know the rights of children
At Entry 2, learners could:
· produce a poster or powerpoint (or similar) showing the different ways in which children are exploited 
· link the effects to the above and demonstrate understanding of it by identifying how they would feel, can be one word, feelings face or drawing 
· from a selection of pictures provided of facial expressions pick out the ones they would feel if they were exploited 
At Entry 3, learners could:
· produce a simple pamphlet, powerpoint or similar made up of three parts describing ways in which children are exploited, the effects it has on them and their families 
· describe to someone else the ways in which children are exploited, what the effects are on them and their families 
LO2: the learner will understand causes of child poverty
At Entry 2, learners could:
· pick out from a series of written options a cause of child exploitation 
At Entry 3, learners could:
· pick out from a series of written options several causes of child exploitation 
· show knowledge of the different causes by visual representation of some kind 
LO3: the learner will know the work of organisations that aim to protect children 

At Entry 2, learners could:
· pick out from word search names of organisation(s) that attempt to deal with child exploitation 
· identify ideas to end child exploitation 
· participate in a discussion about ways to end child exploitation 
At Entry 3, learners could:
· research organisations that attempt to deal with problems of child exploitation 
· involvement in identifying  ways in school that awareness of the issue could be raised 
· produce some material to be used e.g. poster, leaflet, powerpoint, speech etc
