2.
Amplification of Content

The following suggestions should be considered in the context of:
· the level the learner is working at;

· providing opportunities for progression;

· centre facilities and resources.

The following section is designed to assist teachers in approaching the issue of content.  The choice is very much down to the teacher, but the content and context chosen must be capable of delivering the learning outcomes associated with the unit.

LO1: the learner will know features of tourism
· state what is meant by the terms ‘tourism’ and ‘tourists’
· name different types of tourist, e.g. people who like the beach, winter sports (e.g. skiing), extreme sports (e.g. white water rafting), learning foreign languages, experiencing other cultures, lifestyles, music, food etc
· list popular tourist destinations for UK residents at national, European and global scales, e.g. British seaside resorts, Spanish Costas, Alps, Rockies, Florida, Caribbean, Greek islands, Australia, Thailand, Middle East, Africa etc
· describe features of popular tourist destinations for UK residents at national, European and global scales, e.g. British seaside resorts, Spanish Costas, Alps, Rockies, Florida, Caribbean, Greek islands, Australia, Thailand, Middle East, Africa etc

· find out about one  popular UK tourist resort (e.g. Blackpool, Tenby, Portrush etc) and one tourist resort at a European (e.g. Benidorm, Euro Disney, Ibiza etc) or global scale (Maldives, St. Lucia, Florida etc)
· find out how tourist destinations may be categorised, e.g. beach/sun holidays, winter sports holidays, cultural holidays, historical holidays, adventure holidays etc.
LO2: the learner will know about changing patterns of tourism
· look at tables of data and graphs that show how the number of holidays taken by UK residents has grown since the 1960’s, e.g. within the UK, Europe and worldwide

· identify changing patterns in tourism, e.g. number of holidays taken per year by UK residents, length of stay, distance travelled etc
· find out why UK residents have been able to take more holidays since the 1960’s, e.g. increased leisure time, higher life expectancy, internet, greater affluence, increased mobility (i.e. higher car ownership), increased and cheaper air travel, improvements to transport infra-structure (e.g. Channel Tunnel and ferry ports), number of holiday programmes on T.V. and general holiday advertising etc
· examine the difference between ‘long haul’ and ‘short haul’ destinations and find out about popular ‘long haul’ (e.g. USA, Canada, Mexico, Australia, New Zealand, China, India, West Indies, Thailand etc) and ‘short haul’ ( e.g. Spain, France, Italy, Germany, Portugal, Greece, Turkey, Bulgaria, Malta, north Africa etc) destinations.
LO3: the learner will know features of sustainable tourism
· investigate the positive impact of tourism on people (e.g. job creation, creation of wealth, improved facilities and infra-structure for locals (e.g. accommodation, shops, bars, restaurants, roads, transport etc) and the natural environment
· investigate the negative impact of tourism on people (e.g. seasonal work, crime, destruction of local culture and traditional way of life, disease, over-crowding etc) and the natural environment (e.g. destruction of wild-life, habitats and vegetation cover, erection of ugly buildings, over-use of water supplies, pollution, traffic congestion etc)
· look at the features of sustainable tourism, e.g. taking care of the environment, respecting local people, culture and traditions, behaving appropriately, involving local people in decisions about tourism, ensuring local people get a fair share of the profits made from tourism, respecting the rights of local people etc
· find out about examples of sustainable tourism projects in the UK and in another country

· look at what individuals can do to make tourism more sustainable:
· before you go

· book the most sustainable transport option

· get rid of unnecessary packaging and swap plastic for paper

· take eco-friendly shampoos, sun creams, cosmetics etc

· while you are away

· spend money so locals can benefit

· try local food and drinks instead of food and drinks that have to be imported, often over very long distances

· in the hotel 

· do not waste energy, e.g. turn off lights and air conditioning when you leave your room

· do not waste water

· out and about

· use public transport or hire a bike to get about

· buy presents and souvenirs from local crafts-people and pay a fair price

· ask permission before taking photographs of people

· dress appropriately. Do not offend local people.
· look at what governments can do to make tourism more sustainable, e.g. restrict construction of unsightly hotels and other buildings, ban unsustainable tourist practices (e.g. big game hunting, over-fishing etc), limit access to threatened environments (e.g. coral reefs, rain forests, sand dunes, coastal or mountain pathways etc), implement laws to bring about more sustainable tourism etc.

Planning Courses

Achievement of each unit is confirmed through a ‘statement of achievement’, so that learners will gain some recognition for all completed work.  This unit will contribute to the completion of an Entry Pathways qualification in Humanities.  For full details of the qualifications (Awards and Certificates) and rules of combination, please refer to the WJEC Entry Level Pathways specification.
Closely related units likely to be delivered along with Sustainable Tourism are:

Choosing a combination of the above units would work towards an Entry Pathways qualification in Humanities, with a particular focus in the discipline of geography.  Alternatively, this unit can be studied with other units in the Humanities suite which will give a more cross-curricular approach.

Assessment
4.1 Ways of demonstrating that the criteria have been met 

All Entry Pathways units are internally assessed and externally moderated.  
The following principles apply to the assessment of each unit:
· all assessment criteria must be met for unit learning outcomes to be achieved

· for units provided for Entry 2 and Entry 3, criteria must be met in full at each level

· tasks may be chosen from examples given by WJEC (see below) or set by the centre.
There are no longer any ‘set tests’ as in the legacy Entry Level course.  Rather, there will be suggestions that can be developed to provide evidence that the assessment criteria for each learning outcome have been met.  The practical delivery of these assessment methods in the classroom is likely to vary from centre to centre.
In practice, ways of demonstrating that the criteria have been met will vary according to centre type and the nature of candidates.  It may also depend upon the way in which this unit has been integrated with other units in the delivery of the course as a whole. Further guidance is given in Section 6 on Assessment in the Entry Pathways Specification. 
However, the following types of approach are likely to feature as ways of demonstrating that the assessment criteria have been met:
· Posters

· Written work

· Oral questions and answers

· Oral presentations

· Contributing to group discussions

· Powerpoint presentations

· Use of visual images such as photographs or cartoons

· Storyboards

· Case studies

· Interviews

· Surveys and questionnaires 

· Action plans

· Map work

· Podcasts

· Learning logs

4.2 Examples of tasks:
Examples of tasks that can be used to demonstrate assessment:

LO1: the learner will know features of tourism

At Entry 2, learners could:

· state briefly, in writing or orally, what is meant by the terms ‘tourism’ and ‘tourists’

· create a large poster / display of photographs showing popular tourist destinations for UK residents at national, European and global scales
· complete a map showing popular holiday destinations for UK residents
· having investigated one  popular UK tourist resort and one tourist resort at a European or global scale state its location and attractions for different people
· sort a large selection of photographs of tourist destinations into the appropriate category, e.g. beach/sun holidays, winter sports holidays, cultural holidays, historical holidays, adventure holidays etc

At Entry 3, learners could:

· describe, in writing or orally, what is meant by the terms ‘tourism’ and ‘tourists’

· create a power point or multi-media presentation that shows popular tourist destinations for UK residents at national, European and global scales and identifies their attractions to UK tourists
· complete a selection of maps showing popular holiday destinations for UK residents.
· having investigated one  popular UK tourist resort and one tourist resort at a European or global scale desribe its location and attractions for different people

· use the internet to find a selection of photographs of tourist destinations and sort into the appropriate category, e.g. beach/sun holidays, winter sports holidays, cultural holidays, historical holidays, adventure holidays etc.
LO2: the learner will know about changing patterns of tourism
At Entry 2, learners could:

· select appropriate numerical data from a table of data, diagram or a selection of graphs (e.g. bar chart, line graph, pie chart etc) to respond orally or in writing to questions about changing patterns in tourism, e.g. number of holidays taken by UK residents in given years
· recognise trends (e.g. number of holidays taken per year by UK residents, length of stay, distance travelled etc) shown by data and graphs,
e.g. by adding appropriate labels to a completed graph or completing a cloze procedure

· complete a graph showing changing patterns in tourism (e.g. number of holidays taken per year by UK residents, length of stay, distance travelled etc)

· list reasons why UK residents have been able to take more holidays since the 1960s, e.g. increased leisure time, higher life expectancy, internet, greater affluence, increased mobility (i.e. higher car ownership), increased and cheaper air travel, improvements to transport infra-structure (e.g. Channel Tunnel and ferry ports), number of holiday programmes on T.V. and general holiday advertising etc

· state, orally or in writing, what is meant by terms ‘long haul’ and ‘short haul’ destinations
· select ‘long haul’ and ‘short haul’ destinations from a list.
At Entry 3, learners could:

· describe numerical data from a table of data, diagram or a selection of graphs (e.g. bar chart, line graph, pie chart etc) to respond orally or in writing to questions about changing patterns in tourism, e.g. number of holidays taken by UK residents in given years
· describe, orally or in writing, trends (e.g. number of holidays taken per year by UK residents, length of stay, distance travelled etc) shown by data and graphs

· draw a labelled graph to show changing patterns in tourism (e.g. number of holidays taken per year by UK residents, length of stay, distance travelled etc)

· describe reasons why UK residents have been able to take more holidays since the 1960s, e.g. increased leisure time, higher life expectancy, internet, greater affluence, increased mobility (i.e. higher car ownership), increased and cheaper air travel, improvements to transport infra-structure (e.g. Channel Tunnel and ferry ports), number of holiday programmes on T.V. and general holiday advertising etc

· describe, orally or in writing, what is meant by terms ‘long haul’ and ‘short haul’ destinations

· draw up a list of ‘long haul’ and ‘short haul’ destinations. 

LO3: the learner will know features of sustainable tourism
At Entry 2, learners could:

· list positive impact of tourism on people (e.g. job creation, creation of wealth, improved facilities and infra-structure for locals (e.g. accommodation, shops, bars, restaurants, roads, transport etc) and the natural environment

· on a selection of photographs, write captions that highlight the negative impact of tourism on people (e.g. seasonal work, crime, destruction of local culture and traditional way of life, disease, over-crowding etc) and the natural environment (e.g. destruction of wild-life, habitats and vegetation cover, erection of ugly buildings, over-use of water supplies, pollution, traffic congestion etc)

· write a sentence outlining what is meant by sustainable tourism.
· name examples of sustainable tourism projects in the UK and in another country

· state, orally or in writing, the ‘dos’ and ‘do nots’ for individuals wishing to promote sustainable tourism

· from a list of options select what governments can do to make tourism more sustainable.
At Entry 3, learners could:

· describe positive impact of tourism on people (e.g. job creation, creation of wealth, improved facilities and infra-structure for locals (e.g. accommodation, shops, bars, restaurants, roads, transport etc) and the natural environment

· using photographs accessed on the internet create a montage that shows the negative impact of tourism on people (e.g. seasonal work, crime, destruction of local culture and traditional way of life, disease, over-crowding etc) and the natural environment (e.g. destruction of wild-life, habitats and vegetation cover, erection of ugly buildings, over-use of water supplies, pollution, traffic congestion etc)

· write a charter outlining the key features of sustainable tourism, e.g. taking care of the environment, respecting local people, culture and traditions, behaving appropriately, involving local people in decisions about tourism, ensuring local people get a fair share of the profits made from tourism, respecting the rights of local people etc

· create leaflets about examples of sustainable tourism projects in the UK and in another country

· write a code of conduct for individuals wishing to promote sustainable tourism
· complete a Diamond Nine exercise on what governments can do to make tourism more sustainable.
