2.
Amplification of Content

The following suggestions should be considered in the context of:
· the level the learner is working at;

· providing opportunities for progression;

· centre facilities and resources.

The following section is designed to assist teachers in approaching the issue of content.  The choice is very much down to the teacher, but the content and context chosen must be capable of delivering the learning outcomes associated with the unit.

Learners must know how transport of food takes place in and to the UK. They should:
· Use maps of the UK and the world to show some places where food is produced and what it is
· Knowledge of how this produce is now transported 
LO2

Learners must know how transport of food affects the environment.  They will:

· Identify the stages in the journey of a crop from farm to plate

· Understand the environmental effects of these practices

LO3
Learners will know how ethical retailing can reduce effects of food production on the environment. They may consider:
· Fair Trade goods

· Buying locally sourced produce

· Growing their own produce

· Re-cycling packaging

· Eating seasonally

Delivery
3.1
Planning Courses
Achievement of each unit is confirmed through a ‘statement of achievement’, so that learners will gain some recognition for all completed work.  This unit will contribute to the completion of an Entry Pathways qualification in Humanities.  For full details of the qualifications (Awards and Certificates) and rules of combination, please refer to the WJEC Entry Level Pathways specification.

Closely related units likely to be delivered along with Food production and the consumer are:
· Child poverty and exploitation 
· Responses to conflict in world events
· The effects of Consumerism
· Taking a Role in Society in the UK
Choosing a combination of the above units would work towards an Entry Pathways qualification in Humanities, with a particular focus on distinctive and topical themes.  Alternatively, this unit can be studied with other units in the Humanities suite which focus on the areas of history, geography and religious education.

Assessment
4.1
Ways of demonstrating that the criteria have been met 

All Entry Pathways units are internally assessed and externally moderated.  The following principles apply to the assessment of each unit:

· all assessment criteria must be met for unit learning outcomes to be achieved

· for units provided for Entry 2 and Entry 3, criteria must be met in full at each level

· tasks may be chosen from examples given by WJEC (see below) or set by the centre

There are no longer any ‘set tests’ as in the legacy Entry Level course.  Rather, there will be suggestions that can be developed to provide evidence that the assessment criteria for each learning outcome have been met.  The practical delivery of these assessment methods in the classroom is likely to vary from centre to centre.

In practice, ways of demonstrating that the criteria have been met will depend upon the way in which this unit has been integrated with other units in the delivery of the course as a whole. Further guidance is given in the section ‘Delivery and Assessment’. However, the following types of evidence are likely to feature:

· Posters

· Labelled maps

· Powerpoint presentations

· Diagrams of journeys from farm to plate

· Display of produce

· Diagrams of process of growing crop(s) they have chosen

· Leaflets, promotional materials relating to Fair Trade and consumer movements

· Interviews with those involved with more responsible consumer organisations

· Class debate around some of the issues

· Survey of consumers views

4.2 
Examples of tasks that can be used to demonstrate assessment:
LO1: the learner will know how transport of food takes place in and to the UK
At Entry 2, learners could:

· Using food packaging, mark on a world map where the item originated 
· Complete a poster of some things that are produced in the UK and/or other parts of the world.
· Be able to identify a way in which food is transported from pictures or a list 
At Entry 3, learners could:

· Produce a visual display showing some of the ways food is transported in the twenty-first century

· Identify by name on a world map,  some places that export flowers/fruit/vegetables to the UK

· Identify by name on a map of the UK some places that grow flowers/fruit/vegetables.
LO2: the learner will know how transport of food affects the environment
At Entry 2, learners could:

· Produce a piece of work showing a products journey to the consumer including potential damage to the environment as a consequence.
At Entry 3, learners could:

· Describe how various forms of transport can damage the environment 
LO3: the leaner will know how ethical retailing can reduce some of the effects of food production on the environment.

At Entry 2, learners could:

· From a card sort of scenarios, students can pick out features of ethical retailing from those that are not
· Be able to list ways they can become more ethical consumers
· Take part in an activity to find out how a large retailer is attempting to be more ethical.
At Entry 3, learners could:

· Produce a powerpoint showing aspects of ethical retailing
· Prepare a leaflet describing ways in which consumers can become more ethical
· Prepare a piece of work on how a local supermarket attempts to be more ethical
