2.
Amplification of Content


The following suggestions should be considered in the context of:

· the level the learner is working at;

· providing opportunities for progression;

· centre facilities and resources.

This unit is open-ended in its coverage. There are a number of different ways of approaching it. The following section is designed to assist teachers in approaching the issue of content. The choice is very much down to the teacher, but the content and context chosen must be capable of delivering the learning outcomes associated with the unit.

LO1:  learners must know features of contemporary conflicts. They should:
· locate them on maps and know their geographical context
· understand some of the causes of one conflict. This might include, religious, cultural, political causes and should include simple historical context for the origins of the conflict
LO2:  learners know how people are involved in conflicts, which might include: 

· war artists 

· journalists and photo journalists

· charity workers

· armed forces and/or resistance fighters

Learners should also examine the way in which civilians are affected by and respond to conflict in the war zone and at home. For example, learners might examine:

· refugee movements

· rationing

· disruption of education and health services

· orphans

· child soldiers

· rehabilitation of those who have been injured/amputees

· reactions of the public at home to media coverage

· individual or group acts of heroism/charity
LO3: learners must be able to investigate how people attempt to prevent conflicts:
Learners should examine the role of peace protest / activist groups in trying to influence decision makers. For example, the way in which women at Greenham protested over US bases in UK; peace movements in N Ireland; or demonstrations in UK cities in the run up to war in Iraq. They should also look at the role of governments in diplomacy / negotiation and/or the role of multi-national organisations such as the United Nations or European Union.

Alternatively, this unit can be studied with other units in the Humanities suite which focus on the areas of history, geography and religious education.

Ways of demonstrating that the criteria have been met 

In practice, ways of demonstrating that the criteria have been met will depend upon the way in which this unit has been integrated with other units in the delivery of the 
course as a whole.

 Examples of tasks

Examples of tasks that can be used to demonstrate assessment:
LO1: the learner will know features of contemporary conflicts
At Entry 2, learners could:

· from a list of choices students can identify areas in the world where conflict has or is occurring
· from a list of choices students are able to identify some of the reasons why conflicts begin 
· from a list of options students are able to identify reasons why conflicts are difficult to end

At Entry 3, learners could:

· display on a world map the location of some contemporary areas of conflict  
· create a card-sort activity to explain the various causes of the conflicts 
· describe why conflict can be difficult to end
LO2: the learner will know how people are involved in conflicts

At Entry 2, learners could:

· from a selection of pictures pick out some of the people that might be involved in conflicts
· linked to the above be able to add information about the activities they might be involved in
· show that they know how civilians may be affected by conflict
At Entry 3, learners could:

· Using printed resources make a display of some of the people that may be involved in conflict. 
· Linked to the above add details about their roles.

· Produce a creative piece demonstrating how civilians may be affected by conflict.
LO3: the learner will know how to investigate people’s attempts to prevent conflicts
At Entry 2, learners could:
· prepare a list of ways in which individuals/groups attempt to prevent conflict
· using a case study know how conflict was successfully avoided

At Entry 3, learners could:

· prepare a visual display or power point showing the ways in which people or organisations attempt to avoid conflict
· prepare a timeline/flowchart of the strategies in a process that successfully avoided a conflict
